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This seminar discusses the role of the European Union in the international trade relations. In
the light of multilateral trade liberalization efforts within the Doha Development Round and
the spread of bilateral preferential trade agreements (PTAs), the EU has a crucial leadership

in shaping international trade relations. Yet its own trade policy is driven by strong domestic
interests and preferences, aggregated in a singular institutional framework.

The course is divided into four parts: After an introduction into the making of EU trade
policy (actors, interests, instruments, institutional setting), the second section assesses the
role of the EU in the World Trade Organization, giving empirical evidence on conflictual
cases (agricultural subsidies, textiles, aircraft, etc.). The third section will concentrate on the
social dimension of EU’s trade policy (social clause), especially in the field of environment,
health security and labor. Finally, students will explore the trade relations of the EU with
selected regions.

This seminar will be taught in English. A working paper can be delivered in German or
English.
