... For those observers who take the official U.S. point of view on biotech regulation, what is surprising and also rather disappointing is that China seems to have moved a long distance in the direction of the EU regime of biosafety regulation (Kogan, 2005).  (p. 95).

It seems that at least these Chinese partners are very eager to learn about European experiences with GMO regulation; they do not at all complain that the EU is trying to impose its regulatory concepts and models in a top-down manner.
